• If your child is no longer on the Little Wandle reading programme, your child will be able to take 
home a book from the class book corner to read at home and change when needed. 

• There will be a weekly spelling homework with a list of words to practice which will come home on 
a Friday. These spellings link with our in class learning and will be tested in class the following 
Friday.

• There will be a weekly maths homework which comes home on a Friday and is an opportunity for 
your children to consolidate the learning that has taken place in class that week.
